I pray to receive blessings instead of curses when I make up my
mind to leave ungodly people alone.
I pray that you strengthen me to not love the world or the things of
the world.
I pray that you help me to shine like a light in this dark world.
I pray that you would entrust godly friendships to me.
I pray you would cause me to walk with the wise so I can become
wise.
I pray my life and friendship is a blessing to your saints and not a
curse.
Sanctify me so I can be iron used to sharpen iron.
Lord, please don’t let me live like a hypocrite.
In your timing, please send godly people into my life who you can use
to move me forward.
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
